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Election Details
This year there are 3 positions open for election on the
Board of Directors. One (1) Director is required from the
Nelson Representative Area, one (1) Director is required
from the Rossland Representative Area and one (1)
Director is required from the East Shore Representative
Area.

John Edwards was elected by acclamation on the East
Shore. A total of five people are running for the two
remaining positions - three are hoping to top the polls for
the Nelson seat and two are in the race for the Rossland
vacancy.

Members are encouraged to get out and vote. Voting 
takes place during office hours at any of the 3 branches 
of Nelson & District Credit Union. In Nelson and Rossland
members can vote from April 7—11 and on the East Shore
from April 8—12.

As a point of interest, Doug Stoddart, General Manager of
the credit union, indicated that at one time members elected
the directors at the annual meeting but now that the credit
union has more than 10,000 members, voting must take
place in branch.You do not need to make an appointment
and someone will be on hand to explain the computer 
voting process at each branch.

Voting Eligibility
To be eligible to vote you must be a member in good
standing with Nelson & District Credit Union, having the
required number of equity shares at least fifteen (15)days
prior to the first business day on which voting takes place.
In addition, joint account holders must each have at least
the minimum required number of membership shares to be
eligible to vote. For further information about voting 
entitlement, please contact the staff at your branch who

will be able to provide you with a copy of Nelson & District
Credit Union’s Rules.
